OPERATION

CLEANING
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To raise blind: Lift handle upwards until the blind
reaches desired height.

To lower blind: Pull handle downwards until blind
reaches desired height.

MAINTENANCE

The product is maintenance free, however we
recommend that regular visual checks are completed
to ensure that no components have been damaged,
which could result in operating difficulties and/or
cause a safety risk.

If any maintenance is required we recommend that
the work is carried out immediately by a reputable
blind company.

We recommend opening and closing your blind
regularly to maintain the pleats in the fabric. It is
recommended that pleated blinds should be stacked
overnight at least once a week to maintain

their pleat and shape.

To prevent blinds from becoming dirty, the blinds
should be cleaned regularly with a feather duster.
